Large numbers of persons in developing countries are on the move, migrating to promises of better lives.  Many respond to job offers in other areas, others simply leave in search of work; still others are tricked or stolen. Once away from their home environments they are extremely vulnerable to sex of laboring trafficking, in which they are brutally exploited for profit by criminals.  Victims experience horrific conditions of force, fraud, and psychological coercion to keep them from escaping.  Once brutalized, victims often form survival trauma-bonds with their captors, making escape or leaving even more challenging.

Often victims are held in “plain sight” for those who know where to look.  Social workers can play a pivotal role in stopping the human rights abuses of human trafficking by forming and supervising outreach groups that locate and work with victims.  Unfortunately, even when they are located, victims may be extremely reluctant for a variety of reasons to leave their places of modern day slavery.  Worse, some may return to their abusers once rescued.  Hence, there is a need for enhanced methods of finding victims and motivating them to be rescued and not return to exploitation.  An empirical model of motivation will be presented.
