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The National Anti-Poverty and Social Inclusion Plan in Romania is developed in the format established by the European Council in 2000 for the national plans of the European Union member states, while taking into account the specific characteristics of Romania as a transition country. This National Action Plan emerges as the first experiment accomplished by Romania.

The Plan proposes objectives along two timelines: medium / long-term objectives: 2002-2012 and short-term objectives: the duration of the current government's. It is structured in three sections: Global poverty prevention and absorption and social inclusion plan; Sector components of the National Anti-Poverty and Social Inclusion Plan; Analysis of the current status.

The paper points out the main sources of social exclusion and poverty in Romania, as well as the segments of population most affected by these occurrences, and outlines the key policies and actions envisaged with a view to achieving sustainable reduction of poverty and strengthening social inclusion.
