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	Introduction: This research was developed by 17 researches of a Group of Studies and Researches (The QUAVISSS Group), linked to the Sao Paulo State University, in a medium city of Brazil (Franca/SP). It has initiated when the professional health education and training was recognized as a national need to the assistance of sick people and a public politics was adopted in 2003, introducing the participation and co-responsibility as main direction of the national Unique System of Health. 
Objectives: Knowing the limits and the possibilities to articulate the proposal of a democratic management, to reach alternatives and to define priorities to the professional training and the challenges to overcome to make real the concept of health done by the Brazilian Constitution. 
Methodology: A proper literature revision and a field research, interviewing 23 people involved in the implantation of the process of developing actions of permanent professional education and training on health. It was adopted the qualitative approach in order to get the plenty reconstruction of the reality including the political support. 
Results: The study has identified a great interest of the workers of the health area to improve their professional proceedings; the managers did not assume it as a strategy of consolidation of the Brazilian Health System; there are a blank in the register about the actions effectively done. 
Conclusions: The proposal of a participative administration makes clear the necessity of changes in the health assistance by recommending the rupture of the traditional authoritarian’s structures in public health. The implantation of this Politics showed itself as a fragile way for making the transformation of the public health directed to citizenship.
