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The relating youth of gender studies expresses however an astonishing dynamism of this concept. In effect, gender aims by its different approaches is to offer some solutions to discriminations and violence’s acts made to women and based on sexual categorization. Women’s work appears then as a frame of reading of correlations generated by a social development analysis, oriented on gender. In BENIN, at disparities justified by inter-sexes relation’s traditional management systems, a new draft of the women succeeds at present, with the intention of establishing itself at all levels of socio political life. 

Inserted into the continuum of an class paradox, structured by an gender habitus justified by culture and usages, Beninese women taken politically conscience of the way they have to cover and their own challenges which they should raise by ingoing into the world of paid and social work. Stridden along hard trails of social changes, Beninese feminist movement in building since two decades begins by recording notable progress as for the best taken into account by the women, notably all working forms which they have done.
