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The Project Objective is to support sustainable education for internal migrant family's children's education through the mothers' empowerment in cooperation with local non-formal educational NGOs. 

The Research objectives are as follows:
1. To examine the relation between mother's empowerment and the awareness of their children's education, and to explore the keys which promote their empowerment by listening to their life history.

2. To find effective NGO's field methods in improving the educational situation. 
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Framework of the study and Hypothesis:

Our hypothesis is “If mothers' empowerment is promoted, the awareness over education and sense of independence will increase and eventually that will contribute to stable life.”

Over view: Due to the recent economic growth and the effects of globalization in India, an increasing number of people have migrated to big cities in order to find work. Although most of them find their place in the urban labour markets, their life is characterized by such hardships as instability and short duration of labour contracts, lack of official support and dangerous living environment. All these lead to circumstances where blatant exploitation of migrant workers and their family and deprivation of their fundamental rights are all too common(R Srivastava:2003, du Haan and Rogaly:2002, Agrawal: 2006, Arya and Roy 2006). Especially the children’s education is constantly interrupted with moving to different locations. To help improve the situation we conducted a survey and tried group approach with the mothers. This paper reports the result of the survey and examines whether, among the Indian internal migrant workers, the mothers’ empowerment approach can help secure sustainability for their children’s education.
