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Poverty has always been a problem for societies through the ages. In today’s world, poverty is not a problem for only under-developed or developing countries, but also a problem for developed ones. Since poverty has become an international issue and a social policy case, international finance and aid organizations became more interested in poverty issues and new methods for fighting poverty came into existence. Several groups of the society encounter the risk of poverty in different degrees. The risk of encountering poverty and its negative effects is higher for children than adults. The basic needs like nutrition, health and education can not be provided due to the negative effects of poverty. Usually, the poverty in the period of childhood, results in poverty in adulthood. Conditional Cash Transfer (CCT) Programs are the most effective method of reducing the negative effects of poverty on children and interfering the transfer of poverty between generations. Within the scope of CCT programs, an essential step is taken towards the economic support for the families whose children can’t go to school and/or can’t get regular health checks and medical treatment. CCT is addressing both current and future poverty by seeking to foster human capital accumulation among the young as a means of breaking the intergenerational cycle of poverty, as well as providing income support as a means of improving life standards in the short term. CCT has been established in more than twenty countries. The procedures are different in different countries, but in most of the countries the target of the CCT is helping the poor people whose children can’t benefit from education and health services adequately. In this study, information about the applications and the results of the CCT programs in Turkey will be mentioned.
