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The accession of the African States in democracy in 1990s became in a difficult sociopolitical context marked by numerous development problems: exponential urban growth, massive country exodus disrupting agrarian production systems, galloping unemployment in cities and shanty towns, economic crisis deteriorated aggravated by the CFA Franc’s depreciation and the drastic fall of the purchasing power of household. In this context of Etat-Providences’s (Welfare State) end, and extreme poverty, the constituting dynamics of an prolific civil society containing various associations, village groupings and not governmental local organizations (NGOs), traditionally devolved to the State who could not honour them any more, inaugurated new forms of social activities, managing by local communities. On this associative cloth, female ONG came along on top Qui Dit Mieux (can de translate as Which Says Better), involved in the household refuses management in Porto Novo, capital of the Republic of the BENIN, through voluntarist and endogenous measurements.

In this city of the South, the problem of environment management settles with acuteness and establishes a narrow section of multiple challenges of development. Premise of globalization, modernization facilitated and amplified the usage of plastic bags which an essential characteristic is to damage environment because they are not own-degradable. Integrant party of the classical and daily universe of the home economics in sub-Saharan Africa, they are used to route purchases from the market, transport food and small-sized not eatable possessions. After usage they finish on heaps of garbage show which became a banality and a sad obviousness. As elimination and rail and waterways network (garbage dump) services do not exist or not much work, they contaminate environment in a durable manner, with repercussions on the health of already poor populations, compromising their blossoming chances.

Women of Qui Dit Mieux collects plastic bags, then reducing their pressure on environment, but especially bringing a particular touch linked to their (re) promotion: they transform them on the basis of simple techniques and accessible to all, in fancy or of daily usage articles (toys, key ring, various gadgets and even clothes) which are re-injected on the Beninese market but also outside home market via an exportation towards Europe. The reintroduction of this category of plastic waste valued by innovative local modes in definite economy, further to the conjugation of an expressive female job of a "green" process of production, insures on one hand the family taking care of the members of the association; on the other hand holder of a sure environmental value, it rehabilitates socially and economically almost hundred of women professionally not or not much qualified, by a permanent or part-time employment and not very constraining job. Their incomes allow them to increase their responsibilities level within patriarchal sub-Saharan households where the husband still high-powered. Female work clarifies gender relations within the domestic sphere and consolidates the place of women in the savings of the South and within the domestic market. Coming from an ecological prospect, the initiative of QDM influence social frames of poverty and activate the mechanisms of development, on the bottom side. Generated welfare or ease so appears as the product of local solutions using the artefacts of united microeconomy, to improve joint-stock uninterrupted but of reduced wingspan, the global dynamics of a social development, resting on a female work and integral filter of distinguished poverty reduction processes within households.

Scientific stake remains the understanding of the concrete mechanisms of gender action working dynamics of social development. For the present colloquium, the purpose will be reading social reciprocities at local level: how get organized and come true socially local women innovations holder across their work? In what do their initiatives show themselves of true strategies of reduction of poverty? The hermeneutic paradigm to approach these fundamental questions in the understanding of the associative and female work’s role in the social development problems is a systematic approach operated thanks through semi-directive interview and observation techniques, during an inquiry of ground in the key capital city of the BENIN. After all is said and done, employing the analysis of engaged processes by QDM in the environment care taking, it is a question of receiving in the debate on poverty’s reduction, of which social grammar of development, female work is generative in the cities of the South.
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
