Dear ICSW Members and Friends in South East Asia and the Pacific (SEAP) Region
Introduction
The second ASEAN GO-NGO Forum, set for 2 December in Vietnam rapidly approaches. This Bulletin concentrates on urgent preparations for this important Forum.

1. Details of GO-NGO Forum – immediate preparation required.
The second ASEAN GO-NGO Forum involving all ICSW members in ASEAN countries is to be held in Hanoi, Vietnam on  2 and 3 December 2007.

In preparation for this forum, ICSW will hold a one day meeting on 2 December and the Forum proper will be on 3 December. Delegates will need to arrive on 1 December in order to commence the ICSW meeting at 9 am on 2 December. Delegates will be entitled to stay overnight on 3 December after the Forum

It is now essential for all members organisations, and associate organisations, to chose their delegate and begin to make preparations for attendance.

Select your delegate

Each national member organisation in each ASEAN country will have one delegate funded to attend. That is, airfares and accommodation, receipted ground travel and out of pocket expenses will be met. 

This should occur by having the chosen delegate from each ICSW national member organisation or associate member organisation included in the country delegation. Any organisation can send another delegate but this will be fully at their expense.

Make arrangements with your ministry of Department as per list

This needs to be arranged separately in each country by contacting the relevant person from the ASEAN Focal Points list set out at the end of this Bulletin. The list is also attached separately to the Bulletin email.

to make arrangements for the DNIKS delegate to be included in the Indonesian delegation to the Senior Officials Meeting on Social Welfare and Development (SOMSWD) meeting in Vietnam in the first week of December. The SOMSWD meeting will follow on after the GO-NGO Forum on 2 December. 

Negotiate and make travel arrangements

It will be necessary to also reach agreement for each ICSW delegate to travel to Vietnam on 1 December to be able to attend the ICSW GO –NGO Forum Preparatory Meeting on 2 December. This meeting is essential if we are to be prepared for and able to fully contribute to the GO-NGO Forum properly. The additional night of accommodation will be paid for by ICSW SEAP Region.

Themes for GO-NGO Forum
Following the success of the first ASEAN GO-NGO Forum in Bangkok last year, the themes for the second GO-NGO Forum are “Social protection for disabilities and development of social work in ASEAN”. Social protection has been a theme of ICSW SEAP work this year with the conduct of a highly successful “Social Security and Social Protection Forum” in Jakarta in May 2007. To follow up on this, we have commissioned a paper on Social Security in all ASEAN countries, with a particular emphasis on protection for people with disabilities, to underpin our preparations for the second GO-NGO Forum. We will circulate this shortly for feedback.
This GO-NGO Forum is to be held prior to the ASEAN Ministers Meeting on Social Welfare and Development (AMMSWD) and their preparatory Senior Officials Meeting (SOM) so that the results of the GO-NGO Forum can be fed directly into these two meetings being held between 3 and 7 December 2007 also in Ha Noi (Hanoi).

Preparation of country reports
As with the first GO- NGO Forum it will be necessary for each country to present a country report on key social welfare issues affecting each country. These should be prepared jointly by the ICSW National Council in each country along with the government or departmental representative (see Focal Point).

The requirements of these reports and all other details are set out in the attachment to the Bulletin email and are also set out at the end of this Bulletin. Please examine these immediately, discuss with your focal point representative and commence preparations as soon as possible.

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Guidelines for the preparation of country reports for 

2nd ASEAN GO-NGO Forum

Hanoi, Vietnam


2 December 2007


Background

At the 1st ASEAN GO-NGO Forum in Bangkok in September 2006, country reports were generally jointly delivered by government and non-government representatives.

The reports and subsequent discussions and recommendations identified some of the present and future opportunities for GO-NGO collaboration and the importance of this collaboration for ASEAN to effectively address key social welfare issues in the region.

Issues identified in the recommendations of the 1st GO-NGO Forum include the following:

· ASEAN strengthening of bilateral and sub-regional cooperation related to specific issues of concern in particular but not limited to poverty reduction, human trafficking, drugs, migrant workers and people with disabilities. 

· establishment of mechanisms for ongoing cooperation between ASEAN, ICSW and National NGOs

· study of legal frameworks for the registration and operation of NGOs in the ASEAN region 

· joint GO and NGO monitoring and evaluation and standardization mechanisms

· that ASEAN Secretariat and member countries source adequate funds to undertake the above recommendations

2007 GO-NGO Forum Country Report Guidelines

Reports Content

The country reports for the 2nd ASEAN GO-NGO Forum need to build on the reports of the first GO-NGO Forum. 


Reports should:

1. Review GO-NGO collaboration since first ASEAN GO-NGO Forum.

2. Identify some of the key challenges being faced in the social welfare field and potential opportunities for GO-NGO collaboration to assist in addressing these challenges. Emphasis should be given to identifying regional approaches.

3. Where possible, government and National Councils should collaborate in the development of the country report. Where this is not possible, government and National Councils can produce separate reports. 
4. Due to the shortage of time reports will need to be concise. 

Report Presentation

5. Where possible, a National Council member or ASEAN country government representative will be chosen by the two parties by consensus to present the key points from the country report.

6. The oral report must not exceed seven minutes. Where two reports are being tabled per country, each oral report must not exceed five minutes.
(The written report may be longer, but due to only one day being available for the meeting, oral reports must keep to time for us to complete the agenda). 
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
