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African Peer Review Mechanism Implementation In Mali- ICSW Member Given Supervisory Role. Contributed by Mr. Sekou Traore, Executive Director, ASSAFE, Mali

Good day Dear Colleagues,

It is my pleasure to give you a progress report on the APRM (- MAEP) implementation in Mali.  

 

My absence from the Yaounde workshop of June was due to the visit to Mali of the support group of the African Peer Review Mechanism (APRM), led by the President of the Panel of Eminent Personalities of APRM, Leader of the team, Dr Dorothy L Njeuma from 22nd to 26th June, 2007. 

During this visit, it became possible to make a protocol agreement between the Forum of African Peer Review and the Government of Mali, in relation to the mission of Technical Review and Evaluation visits to Mali under the high presidency of the President of the Republic, Head of State, S.E. M. Amadou Toumani TOURE.  


The National Committee, of which ASSAFE is member, has been put in place.  The various functional groups, according to the 4 themes, have been put in place.   The national Committee, made up of representatives of the ministerial departments, institutions of the Republic,  the private sector and the civil society added up to 94 members. 

The civil society is represented by 28 people, catering for the essential networks and coalitions of NGOs.  Things are taking shape through a constructive dialogue  between the decision makers and other key players.  In the process, ASSAFE simply plays her role as supervisor of Malian civil societies.  

This is how come that on November 1, 2007, date of official launching of APRM in Mali by His Excellency the Prime Minister,  Mr Modibo SIDIBE, the Presidency of the function group “Socio-economic Development” has been assigned to me, I humbly confess.

The plan for national self evaluation has already been put in place.  The National Commission has to give  its current reports in April, 2008.  As for the Report on national evaluation, it will be submitted at the forum of Heads of States in January, 2009.

I look forward to meeting you so we can share our experiences.  To that effect, we have to solicit from the CEA, the PAC and other partners an increase in the opportunities for African civil societies to meet.

For this reason, I am entirely available to communicate all information needed for us to help one another in engaging governments more in the APRM  We need to remain united and strong networks and particularly open to the cause of APRM at the national, regional and continental levels.

I extend my gratitude particularly to PAC for its constant support and I highly appreciate the adoption of APRM by the African civil society.
