India

Lecture on Demands on Social Justice.
Noble Laureate and renowned economist Amartya Sen delivered Hiran Mukherjee Memorial Parliamentary Lecture on 11/08/2008 in the Central hall of Parliament House, New Delhi on “Demands on Social Justice”.

Critical in the manner in which persistent deprivation was being tolerated without much political interest, Professor Sen said “Justice demands that we make a strong effort to identify the over whelming priorities and have to be confronted with total urgency”

The Lokasabha Speaker Mr. Somanath Chatterji pointed out, the Core Concerns of the Nation should be to provide social and economic justice to common Masses who had been kept out of the social political main stream. The challenge before the national leadership has to be to look beyond partisan and confrontational politics.

 Social Welfare for Senior Citizens
In India with advent of nuclear family system many old parents are not looked after by children and have to live alone in flats or senior citizens homes. Many of them, particularly widows were forced to spend their twilight years all alone and expose to emotional neglect and lack of physical and financial support. 

The old age has thus become a major social challenge in India and there is need to give more attention to the care and protection of older people. 

To face the social challenge, Indian Government has recently introduced “ the maintenance and welfare of parents and senor citizens bill of 2007” providing 3 months imprisonment for those who abandon their parent and give no scope for appeal against this punishment. The bill provide for setting up a tribunal in each district for helping the old in distress and for establishment for old age homes. 

 Prisons in India become disabled- friendly
Tamil Nadu State Government in India has recently introduced a relief package to make the prison environment friendly to physically challenged prison inmates. According to a census conducted recently in Tamil Nadu state 87 prisoners were found to be physically challenged. As per this package, the prison authorities will provide crutches, wheel chairs for the physically challenged prisoners. More focus will be given on their health and Diet requirements. Also efforts will be made to release of inmates with serious ailments and remission of sentence on merit.

Accra Meeting on Aid Effectiveness

 The third High level Forum on Aid Effectiveness (HLF.3) will be held in Accra, Ghana in early September 2008. The HLF 3 builds on previous high level International meetings, most notably the 2003 Rome HLF which highlighted the issue of harmonization and alignment, and the 2005 Paris HLF which culminated in the endorsement of the Paris Declaration on Aid Effectiveness by over 100 signatories from partner governments, bilateral and multilateral donor agencies, regional development banks, and international agencies.
